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Indonesias state-run Pertamina expects partial restart of natural gas supply from the Arun field in Aceh
province operated by its production sharing contractor ExxonMobil around Jul 17, as per the latest
estimates, a Pertamina spokesman said Friday. He ruled out earlier projections by senior company
officials of a possible resumption of gas output this week, by Jul 13/14. "It is difficult this week," the
spokesman maintained.

Arun, the oldest and largest gas field onshore Aceh, produces from four well groupings, identified as
Cluster I, I1, 111 and 1V. Field operator ExxonMobil is currently preparing only Clusters | and Il to resume
production. The two clusters are expected to start delivering a combined total of 300-400,000 Mcf/day to
the Arun LNG plant via pipeline "by July 17," the spokesman said.
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
